All submissions should be sent (It’s better by email)as an attachment in either
PDF file or MS Word file before July 31%, 2005, and both Chinese and English are
welcome. It is appreciated if you put a note as “38th ICSTLL” in the title of the
submission.

Judgment of the submissions:

The submission will be selected by scholars chosen by the Organizing
Committee according to its originality, importance and pertinence to the conference
and also, its definition of expressions.

As to the domestic scholars, if your submission is accepted, we will send you a
written invitation before September 15", 2005. And for those abroad or in Hongkong,
Macao or Taiwan, we’ll send out a written invitation as soon as possible after it is



accepted. So it will be advantageous for your journey if you send us your paper (or
abstract) as soon as possible.

Charge of the Conference:

For the domestic scholars, it costs SOORMB, while 80 Dollars for those abroad.
All the meals between the dinner on October 27" and the breakfast on November 1%,
2005 are included.

As to the hotel, we’ll negotiate with the Service Company of our university to
provide you with the best accommodations on the lowest price that will be list out in
the notice of acceptance and the formal invitation, but it will be at your own
expense.

Traffic and the weather:

1. If you come by airplane: The airport is in the north of the Xiamen island,
about 10 kilometers away from Xiamen University, and the fee of a taxi from the
airport to the university is 50 yuan RMB or so. Moreover, you can take the No 37 bus
to the railway station and change to No 1 or No 21 bus to the University. The bus
costs you 1 yuan RMB each.

2. If you come by train: The railway station is about 4 kilometers away from
Xiamen University and the taxi will cost 10 yuan RMB or so. It’s also a good choice
to take No 1 or No 21 bus that will bring you directly to the school. And it will cost
you only 1 yuan RMB.

3. As to the weather, it will be cool but not cold in the late October and little
rain is expected.
